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 Solo Exhibition: “Visions of Becoming” at The Mojo Collection
Josephine DeFrancis, a hometown artist, returns to Kansas City after 5 years in New York City pursuing her artistic career. She opens her first solo exhibition at The Mojo Collection on September 5, 2008 from 6-9pm. The exhibition of her new work entitled “Visions of Becoming” explores internal surreal environments in 2 – dimensional form. Her work draws from the history of Surrealism and Feminism as well as the philosophy of Deleuze and his theory of “ becoming”. His theory involves the idea that everything is in flux, constantly changing, mutating, and “becoming” something else. DeFrancis uses this idea in her work to explore the development of girls to women through “becoming woman”. Her paintings depict the transformation of forms from molecular to bodily, to spiritual, to sexual, to that of something from nature.  These transformations take on narratives, inspired by fairytales, depicting her “Visions of Becoming”. 

Josephine DeFrancis (maiden name Hart, Jo Marie) is a 2005 MFA graduate of Parsons School of Design, NYC, in studio art. She is also a 2002 BFA graduate of the University of Kansas, Lawrence, in painting. Josephine’s work has been seen around the country in galleries such as Stefan Stux, NYC; White Box, NYC; A.I.R. Gallery, NYC; AWOL Gallery, Brooklyn, NY; 31 Grand Gallery, Brooklyn, NY; Neo Studios, NYC; FAB Gallery, Chicago; University of Hawaii; Byron Cohen Gallery of Contemporary Art, Kansas City; Leedy-Voulkos Art Center, Kansas City; Kansas City Artists Coalition; among many others. Her work is in numerous private collections from India, Austria, Denmark, New York, Kansas City, Florida, California.
